The first Delta’s Social Action Plan was developed in 2018. To inform the Social Action Plan an 

initial overview of social infrastructure and community needs was conducted in 2017 and 

summarized in the 2017 Social Profile; as a part of this process, the first inventory of social 

services in Delta was developed (Social Profile - Appendix A). In 2021, the City of Delta initiated 

an update of the 2018 Social Action Plan. As a result, the directory of social services in Delta has 

been updated. 

 

This directory contains social service providers, organizations, and agencies who serve citizens of 

the City of Delta. Also included are the sector-based community tables that bring together 

community partners to work on community-wide issues (food security, children and youth, etc.).
